CALL TO ORDER: 7pm

Board met after and appointed John Charron as President, John Segien as Vice President, Norma O’ Brien as Treasurer, Tracy Koufos as Secretary.  John Charron is the Baseball Committee Head Chair, Scott Hagerty is the Soccer Committee Head Chair.  Members at Large are George Hunton, Scott Hagerty and John Decato

REVIEW/ADOPTION PREVIOUS MINUTES- Reviewed 11/2009 minutes and noted a typo under baseball sponsorship, it should say $750 3yr baseball sponsorship for major and minor not $550, Tracy will make a note to the 11/2009 minutes.  Scott motion to accept corrected minutes, John 2nd, all in favor.

FINANCIAL REPORT-Norma O’Brien

a. Financial Update:  Baseball continues to be a loss, the Board needs to review a way to improve the financial status of the baseball season, one way would be to increase sign-up fees.  Tracy motioned to accept financial report, John 2nd, all in favor

BASEBALL & SOFTBALL-John Charron 

a. Any news from Suncook Valley Cal Ripken:  program has been off to a slow start, cost to Loudon should be down this year to register with Cal Ripken, insurance costs remain the same.  April 2, 2010 we need to tell the League how many  Major and Minor teams so that they can begin scheduling.  Baseball Board will need to decide if Coach Pitch stays only in Loudon or if we register the Coach Pitch program with Cal Ripken.  Tee ball would stay local to Loudon.  April 17, 2010 Mandatory Major/Minor coaches meeting at Barnstead Town Hall John C. will get the time.

b. Pricing for this Season: because baseball continues to come out in the red every year and in comparison to surrounding towns the Board has voted to increase baseball registration fees this year.  The new fees are as follows:  One Child $45    Two Children $80    Three Children $120  Babe Ruth  $75 per child.  There is now going to be a late registration fee after March 23, 2010 of $25 per child plus the registration fee.  There will be no late sign ups, players not registered by Sunday, March 28 (at Concord Sports Center) will not be eligible to play, the Board will make no exceptions.

c. Try Outs will be at Concord Sports Center in Concord on Sunday, March 28 (absolute last day and location for sign-ups) 4-7pm.  1:30-3pm will be Majors, 2-4:30 will be Minors.  If on a Majors team last year the player will remain on that team and does not need to go to try-outs, but we are encouraging players to come and support those trying out.  We are also encouraging any eligible minors players to come to try-outs.

d. Softball: Jennifer Gelanis from Merrimack Valley Little League has contacted us to schedule use of Landry Softball Field on Monday and Friday evenings as well as a couple hours on Saturday.  They are already doing sign-ups and scheduling and need this info asap.  Any parents interested in coaching softball please contact Jen, skidew@myfairpoint.net  The Board feels very confident that MV will have use of our fields, but until we know how many teams we have and what our scheduling from Suncook Valley Cal Ripken looks like it is hard to give an exact answer.  Great concern of notices that went home from MVLL, Tracy sent home letter through school, emails and a correction on the LYAA website clarifying that this was only for Loudon girls ages 7 and up.  

e. Tracy will arrange an Umpire Clinic with Jim Charland through Cal Ripken.  The clinic will be free to Loudon residents, $10 for non-residents, Saturday, March 27 8am-12pm at Loudon Elementary School Gym, all interested should register with Tracy, we need 10 participants to make it happen.

SOCCER- Scott Hagerty
