MEETING MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER – 7:05 pm 

ROLL CALL- Tracy Koufos, John Charron, Scott Hagerty, John Segien, George Hunton, Will Henderson, Josh Brien

REVIEW/ADOPTION PREVIOUS MINUTES- Tracy not in attendance, no minutes taken

FINANCIAL REPORT-Norma O’Brien, Tracy presented

a. Financial Update- accepted 

BASEBALL & SOFTBALL-John Charron 

a. Concession Stand money for June- John Charron will check with Rhonda 

b. Anyone playing Summer/Fall Ball- no summer ball, Steve Ostrowski is planning fall ball

SOCCER- Scott Hagerty

a.   Vote to reimburse Eldred soccer sign-up-  all accepted a refund will be given

b. Soccer sign-ups, players/coaches- going well, Scott estimates around 125 so far

c. New Soccer Field progress- coming along well.  Unfortunately due to heat and lack of rain the grass is not coming in at this time it is unsure whether they will be playable for fall soccer.  Continuing to rake out the fields so we can use irrigation system.  Interstate Concrete donated cement slab for snack shack.  Capital Fire Protection donated the 200ft pipe for well.  Scott will continue to get quotes for material costs to build the snack shack and new field and then Board will determine best price.  Currently only quote is from Loudon Building Supply for $3200-.  Scott does have some volunteers to help with the building of the snack shack, more welcome to contact him.

d. Golf Tournament- due to lack of volunteers the tournament will not be happening

e. Summer Soccer is underway and we have 30 kids enrolled, 25 are there full day.  Two coaches from England and Scotland staying with the Decato family.

f. Scott announced that this is his last year with MVSL.  He is hoping to find a parent that would like to step into his position.

g. Board voted and approved, with one disapproval to pay an additional $3000- to Gilford Well to help with the MVSB’s costs.  Scott feels the only remaining expenses for the new soccer field will be a outside grill and coolers.  He’ll check with Rhonda to see if our Pepsi connection can get us coolers for the snack shack.

h. Board members will try to attend the LES Kindergarten Open House on Aug 23 to acquire anymore socce r registrations.  The late fee will be waived that day only.  This is to help welcome new players and members to the organiztion, especially those who are having their first child participate.

OTHER BUSINESS

a. Selectman will insure the Snack Shack on Rec Field.  LYAA needs to provide the selectman with a signed agreement stating that they give permission to Selectman to put the shack on policy.  Has this been taken care of?-   John Charron still needs to draft this letter and will do so.

b. Parking at Am Legion: From Norma: Got a call from Steve Ives regarding parking at the American Legion.  The AM doesn't want any one using the rec field to park there because of liability issues.  The contact at AM is Allan Davidson.  Steve said Mr. Davidson mentioned that we could pay a rental fee and the AM would in turn pay the fee back as a civic donation.  This way we could be added to their insurance.  I think this is mostly a soccer season issue, maybe Babe Ruth.  Has this been taken care of?-  George Hunton and John Charron will look into this further.
c. Brookside Pizza Night brought in $300-.  Billy would like to do another Fundraiser Night for LYAA again in Sept.  This time though he would like to see kids/coaches there in uniform sharing the importance of LYAA.
d. Scott will order the shirts and sweatshirts from Intreza.  We only had about 20 orders.  He will order an additional 10-15 so that we meet the requirement and will have them available for purchase at the snack shack during soccer.  Orders should be ready within a couple weeks.
e. Tracy will contact the Selectman Office to let them know that we may have a Clean Up Day at the Baseball field located on the Rec Field (not the Babe Ruth, but the one behind the Dow House).  This field needs new bases and to be completely turned over w/ possibly more material added.  This field was highly, but cautiously used during the 2010 Baseball season for practices by players from the tball, coach pitch and minor level.
